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Dialogy ztracené v labyrintech literatury 16. stoleti

Doposud byly literarni dialogy v ¢eském prostiedi studovany pouze jako soucast vyzkumu
riznych témat nebo zanrl. Tyto studie opomijeji otazku, pro¢ byly dialogy v 16. stoleti tak
popularni a jakou funkci v komunikaci zastavaly. Clanek piedstavuje jednotlivé znaky dialogt,
které autofi pouzivali k obhajob¢ a propagaci tohoto zanru. Dialogy byly oceniované pro svou
jasnost, pfistupnost a potéseni, které ¢tenafstvu prinasely. Dalsi chvalenou vlastnosti byla jejich
ucinnost; byly pfesvédcivé a mohly vést k sebereflexi a ideologické transformaci Ctenére.

Dialogues Lost in the Labyrinths of 16th-Century Literature

So far, the literary dialogues in Bohemia have been studied only as part of research on various
topics or genres. These studies omit the question of why dialogues were so popular in the 16th
century and how they functioned in communication. The article presents various characteristics
of dialogue used by authors to defend and promote this genre. Dialogues are praised for their
clarity, accessibility, and the delight they bring to readers. Another praised quality is their
performative effectiveness; they are persuasive and can lead to the readers’ self-reflexivity and
ideological transformation.
