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Vliv Komenského na $kolni hry: Ritmusokkal valé szent beszélgetés (Svata
rozmluva v rymech) Stépdna Eszékiho

Clanek se zabyva $kolni hrou Stépana Eszékiho, ktera vysla v roce 1669 v Kluzi, a vlivem
Komenského na Skolni drama v Mad’arsku. Kdyz byl Komensky pozvan do Sérospataku,
rozvijel metody vyuky prostfednictvim aktivni Gi€asti zaka hravou formou. Nastinil je ve své
inauguracni feci nazvané De cultura ingeniorum a v ptedmluveé ke knize Schola ludus. Od druhé
poloviny 17. stoleti se ve vice Skolach inscenovala dramata, kterd krom¢ vzdélavaci funkce
rozvijela schopnost studentl argumentovat a diskutovat. Jednou z téchto vyznamnych her bylo
Skolni drama St&pana Eszékiho, které bylo zna¢né ovlivnéno dilem jeho byvalého uditele
Janose Pésahdziho a potazmo Posahaziho ucitele, Jana Amose Komenského.

Comenius’ Influence on School Plays: Istvan Eszéki’s Ritmusokkal valo szent
beszélgetés (Holy Conversation in Rhymes)

The article deals with Istvan Eszéki’s school play, published in 1669 in Cluj, and Comenius’
influence on school drama in Hungary. When Comenius was invited to Sarospatak, he
developed methods to teach through the active participation of students in playful ways. He
outlined this in his inaugural address entitled De cultura ingeniorum and in the preface to
Schola ludus. From the second half of the 17th century, more schools staged dramas which, in
addition to their educational function, developed the students’ ability to argue and debate. One
of these important plays was Istvan Eszéki’s school drama, which was greatly influenced by
the work of his former teacher Janos Posahazi and, by extension, by Posahazi’s teacher, John
Amos Comenius.
