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Komenského koncept védéni jako inspirace pro zmény Skolniho kurikula

Komenského predstava o cilech, obsahu a didaktickych metodach dosahovani lidského védéni
prostfednictvim poznéni, ,,omnes, omnia, omnino®, posouvala smysl vzdélavani cloveka
na pocatku 17. stoleti na kvalitativné novou uroven, odporujici ovSem zasadnim ekonomickym,
ideologickym a politickym z&jmm tehdejSich vladnoucich skupin. Komenského idea vyrazné
oslovila sirsi skupiny laika i odbornikti az v obdobi pozdniho osvicenstvi a ¢aste¢né i pozdé&jsi
industrializace. Lze konstatovat, ze jeho myslenky jsou rovnéz dnes stale inspirativni i pro dvé
zéasadni reformy Ceského vzdélavaciho systému, totiz ptipravu budoucich ucitelt a revizi dosud
platného kurikula. Autor se v zavéru vénuje i vlastni ptedstavé o roli a funkci kultivacni
a kvalifika¢ni podoby vzdélavani, ktera vychazi z pivodni Komenského ptedstavy o smyslu
veédéni pro ¢loveka a spolecnost, totiz osvétlovat zivotni prostor pro naplnéni projevi lidskosti,
tkvici v poznavani pravdy, vzajemné toleranci, respektu a spolupraci ve prospéch mirového
usporadani lidské spole¢nosti.

Comenius’ Concept of Knowledge as the Inspiration for Changes of the School
Curriculum

Comenius’ vision of the goals, content, and didactic methods of achieving human knowledge,
summarized by the phrase “omnes, omnia, omnino”, elevated the meaning of education to
a qualitatively new level in the early 17th century, contradicting, however, the fundamental
economic, ideological and political interests of the ruling groups of the time. It was not until
the late Enlightenment and, to some extent, the period of industrialization that Comenius’
concepts made a significant impact on broader groups of both laypeople and professionals.
Today, Comenius’ ideas continue to inspire two major reforms in the Czech education system:
namely the preparation of future teachers and the revision of the curriculum. The author
concludes this contribution with his own perspective on the role and function of the cultivation
and qualification form of education, which is rooted in Comenius’ original idea of the
importance of knowledge for both individuals and society. Specifically, it highlights the need
to illuminate the living space to fulfill the manifestations of humanity consisting in the
knowledge of truth, mutual tolerance, respect, and cooperation for the benefit of a peaceful
ordering of human society.
